9 Licensing

At the startup you must enter a limited Swyx license.

For the validity period please refer to the start page of the Swyx Administra-
tion. The expiry date is shown after the server serial number.

Permanent licensing can be done in the following ways:

Licensing via license key: In the server properties on the Licenses tab, you
can either send the request for a license directly or save it as a file and send it
later.

You will then receive a file with a permanent license, which you enter via Swyx

Online licensing which requires a permanent Internet connection to the

1. Insert the USB stick supplied into a USB socket on the computer.
2. Start the computer.
3. During the boot up process, press the F11 button.

The following dialog window appears: Please select boot device:.

4. Select the line Generic UEFI OS (JetFlashTranscend 16 GB 1100) 16 with the
arrow keys and confirm by pressing the Enter.
v Windows starts up. The Windows PowerShell window with the Recovery
Tool script then appears.
5. Press the corresponding key (D, E) to select the preferred language and con-
firm with the Enter key.

6. Press the C-key to allow the scrip running and confirm the execution with the
Enter key.

@ All data on the hard disk will be lost.
